Explained about the Hwy 47 Quince intersection and the reconfiguration of the intersection and
mitigation tree planting on the Hwy 47 / Pacific turn project. Part of the trees will be lost for
sight distance and a 4.5 foot strip remains to plant. ODOT, TVID, CFG will have
recommendations based upon TVID acceptance because of the 54 inch water transmission line.
CFC recommended that no street trees be planted in the new sections. CFC recommended a
possible contribution to enable McMenamins to plant trees on the inside of the sidewalk.
