o ldes t  bu i ld ing  in  the  West  cont inuous ly  used
1br educat ional purposes. was at thc heart  of ' thc
campus in  the  beg inn ing  in  1849.  hday .  i t  i s  used
as a r luselrn and rneet ing space. Old ( 'o l lege I lal l
i s  on  thc  Nat iona l  I l i s to r ic  Reg is te r .  Marsh  l la l l
i s  a lso  an  o ld  bu i ld ing .  a l though no t  tcchn ica l l v

Tlre Universi ty does not ernplov anyone on stal l '
rv i th bui lding ;rreservat ion expert ise. per se. Thc
LJniversi ty does. horvever.  consult  rv i th bui lding
preservation experts when the need arises. \\'hen
Walker Hall needed to be moved fiom carrpus in
September 2005. the Llniversi tv expended many
hours and dollars to rnaintain rvhat was possible of

the histor ic signi f icance ol ' that structure. (Walker
Hal l  r .vas relocated fbr possible luture use.) Whi le
sortre rninur rcnovat ions and repairs have been
and wi l l  bc reqLrircd to these three bui ldings.
t l re [ ]niversi t l  nraintains cvcry ef lbrt  to kccp
within thc histor ic pararnctcrs of the bui ldings
in  such work .  A l l  the  bu i ld ings  on  the  campus o l -
Pacif ic tJniversi ty arc maintairred b1'  stafTof thc
I Jniversi ty ] ' -aci  l i t ies department.

Pacif ic Universi ty could possibl l '
cons ider  p lac ing  add i t iona l  campus bu i ld ings  on
histor ic registers depending on future ant ic ipated
uses  o f  thc  bu i ld ings .
