OLD BUSINESS:  
 

Community Enhancement Application Review - Dan presented the application he has 
prepared for funding to do the downtown street trees, baseline development and other factors.  
The application is attached to the minutes. The Commission discussed the scope of work, time 
lines and how the process could work as far as engineering and then a progression to a 
contract, with parts of the contract possibly be scoped into a grant application for next year’s 
CEP grants.
